Councilwoman Erma

Director John Lanza lo draw
an ordinance prohibiting
videotaping However,
towards the end of the
meeting, the Second Ward
Councilwoman withdrew her
request stating she did not
want »o have the city billed
for Lama's time in drawing
up tht Ordinance.

Defort stated since there is
no official video tape of
council meetings on record,
private tapings should not
take place.

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Last Wednesday night the
B«»ard of Kducation
approved a $5.2 million
budget for the 1987-88 sdvw»l
year

This year's $5,246,604
school budget is an increase
of $418,156. over 1966, which
will sum up to a 13-cent tax
increase for local taxpayers

A taxpayer with a home
assessed at $70,000 can
expect an increase in their
school tax of approximately
"$78 to $80 per year over
last year," said Michael
Poll, Board Secretary

The maximum permitted
total for 1987-88 current
expense budget was
$5,460,997 The board
presented a $5,246,604 budget
plan, by which the schedule
is $214,393 below the state
mandated cap.

Ar. increase of 8 8 percent
over last year will translate
into a tax levy of $382,569
and would have cost the
taxpayer 21.5 points
" H o w e v e r , " said
Superintendent of Schools
John Olexa. "because of the
way the Uix structure is, we
operate on a different
calender year."

"The reason there is an
increase, in my opinion, is
fairly reasonable
considering some of the
increases we have not
control over," added Poll.
Poll v» int on to say that the
increase this year was due to
cuts in the state funding "If
there was full funding, we
wouldn't have to pass on any
increase to . the local
taxpa or. be continued,
"the state btsically says
that the local taxpayer nan
to pick up the load.

Insurance, Social Security
payments and utilities were
attributed as the biggest
increases in the 1987-88
school budget plan,
according to Poll The
district's debt service
totalled $18.096.. with
teachers' salaries of
$1,914,260 and insurance and
judgements of $394.615

playing a large part of the
bulk of the budget. Monies
for capital outlay weren't
allocated in the budget this
year

"We were cut heavily in
the state funding." said
Olexa. Olexa went on to say
that the city lott nearly
$400,000 in state aid for full
funding and that the atate
has unti' June 30 th to
approve the budget and put
in appropriations He also
said that if the budget is
passed, the money would be
restored and the city would
get the full $400,000. b«ck.
if that came about, it would

actually be a zero increase in
ta\es," he said He indicated
that this money would be
only used to reduce the tax
and that it can not be used to
add or supplement the
current expanse

not enough to follow." stated
board member Michael
Charmello Channel lo
suggested an extra meeting
next "ear would gi"e the
boa .i "a little more input"'.

Kelly spoke in response to
comments made by the
mayor's brother at the
March 9th meeting of the
Mayor and Council which
alleged that Kelly had a
drinking problem At that
meeting. (William) O'Leary
said he had heard Kelly was
found in the police station
locker room and he was

incoherent" and also said
those involved in the incident
claimed Kelly "reeked of
alcohol "

Kelly recounted the
incident several weeks ago
when he became ill while
acting as Chief in the
absence of Chief LeRoy
Kurtz "It is my
understanding that shortly
after I became ill the mayor
ordered an investigation and
the reports surrounding my
illness clearly suggest I had
an alcohol problem and was
hospitalized because of it, "
Kelly said, "! am currently
at home with a significant
period of ̂ H rest ordered as
a result of my illness solely
attributed to a disease
having nothing to do with
alcoholism, attested to by
the police physician
appointed as ,-uch by the Ciiy
o* South Amboy

Kelly, a 25-year police
force veteran, said he was
' shattered" by the
comments "The mayor's
brother made a public
•itterance, undoubtedly he
wa< urged to do so by the
mayor or others," Kelly

O'Leary has directed the
police department to quiet
the rumors. "I might add
that the only rumors were
those created by the mayor
and his brother, said Kelly,
"the result that my
detractors seek is to affect
by 25 years of service and
•nyreputajion

"The real purpose, in my
opinion, is to pave the way
for the selection by the
mayor and/or council of .a
preselected candidate for
the position of police chief I
will not be the victim of such
crass political tactics "

"This is no' r!ie first
attempt by the Mayor to
interfere in the every day
workings of the Police
Department since he is also
seeking to destroy the
reputation of another
Captain and, in fact, has
been suggesting that
promotions will be withheld
if members of the Police
Department do not agree
with him, or make any
comments that he does not
like

"The mayor's tactics in
attempting to destroy me
and others have effected the
morale of the entire police
d e p a r t m e n t , ' charged
Kelly, "it is likely Chief
Kurtz will not return and will
end his career

"These continued
attempts to interfere in the
running of the pohre
department in ihe manner
the mayor is handling it, will
undoubtedly cause members
of the department to leave
(he department and seek
police, work in other
communities."

Ke.'iy also stated that
although the mayor is in
charge of the police
department, Kelly said
O'Leary. who is a former
City patrolman, is

untrained in the handling of
police personnel '

Kelly stated any
promotions should be on a
merit basis and promotions
should not be denied because
a "trumped up personal
problem with members of
the department to serve an
ulterior purpose The witch
hunts and the investigations
are a serious invasion of
privacy "

"What the situation cries
out for is not just a public
a oology which I trust will be
iorthcomm; from the
Council. Mayor and others
whom are involved in

dishing out innuendo* that
are clearly slanderous, but ,
should also be directed to
others in (he department
who have been similarly
treated and, most
importantly, members of the
department should be
advised that promotional
opportunities should be
awarded on a merit basis
and not be denied because
some member of the Council
and/or the Mayor has
trumped up a personnel
problem with members of
the department to serve an
ulterior purpose "

Upon conclusion of his
remarks, Kelly received a
loud and enthusiastic
ovation from the audience.

Mayor Rebuts Charger.
Mf.yor O'Leary responded

by calling the allegations
"untnir" and added lie will
not be intimidated by Kelly's
comments

"As mayor of the City of
South Amboy, I am the
police director and I am
directly responsible for what
goes on at the police
department I will not be
intimidated by allegatons
which I deem untrue '

O'Leary said ho would be
fair when it came to
promotions "I have not
indicated that I am trying to
belittle anyone nor do I
intend to," he said. "I will
not be intimidated."
