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Residents from Rosewell
Street and ffte blocks of
Augusta, David, Henry and
John Streets are still
outraged that nothing has
been done to stop
McCormack Sand Aggregate
Sand Company And they
want more than just
answers, they want results.

Complains of draining the
citys' water supply, six-story
high sand piles, dust blowing
off the piles into the
neighborhoods, ?nd noise
and vibrations in the middle
of the night due to the
sandwashers and shakers
were again brought up at
last week's council meeting.

"It's an obnoxious
s i t u a t i o n , ' ' e x c l a i m e d
Vincent Mackiel when he
described how horrible the
sound and vibrations were
on Augusta Street when
McCormack Sand puts on its
sandwasher. Mackiel
complained that he could
hear the sandwasher being
used in the middle of the
night and wanted to know
how there could be minimal
water use by McCormack
Sand

City Administrator Frank
Minnick responded to
Mackiel sayi' .• that "it is
based on the fact that they
(McCormack) haven' t
s t a r t e d produc t ion , ' '
Minnick said Minnick
added that production may
have commenced last week,
"but they haven't gone back
into full operation," he said
According to Minnick.
