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Water Plant Plans Discussed

Publii Waourks
Superintendent Richara
Muchanic met with the City
Council Monday to ciscuss a
“long term water plan’’ to
cover the cily's water needs
for the next 25 yeasrs.

The city is currently
drawing their water from
two sousces. About 60
percent of the water is
pumped from jsround wells
at the city's water treatment
plant and 40 pe;cent is

purchased froma Perth
Amboy.
Muchanic said that

according to slate programs,
critical area number one,
mandates supply sources
must be changed. He said in
the near future South Amboy
will only be allowed to pump
only 113 miliion gallons per
year, compared to an
average of 193 million
gallons which were pumped
frem 1983 to 1985 from the
city treatment plant.

*“This brings up all sorts of
ramifications,’”’ Muchanic
said, ‘‘you have to consider
the cost of unit production
from the watcr nlanl.’” He
said the cost is going to go up
because the city will have to
maintain staff. There will be
some decreases in needed
chemicals.

‘*‘We're going to have to
buy from Perth Amboy
about 80 million gallons
more per year so we're going
to have to spend money in
that direction.”

Muchanic recommended a
need for an overall master
water plan.

Muchanic proposed supply
plans which would continue
to operate the existing water
treatment plant on a limited
basis, one shift per day, in
order to keep the water
diversion rights

Council members
‘unanimously agreed keeping
the water rights intact ts the
recommended direction.

Along his  proposal,
Muchanic recomn aenced the
installation of a force pum
atl the South Amboy-f’ertﬁ
Amboy inlerconrection on
Conologue Avenue. He also
said the city could purchase
water from Perth Amboy to
make up the difference with
the reduced pumping
capacity

“1 don't think we should
ever give up our diversion
nghts, there is going to be a
time when the aquatiers are
rejuvenated.”

Muchanic recommended
mdependent cost
analysis, piant evaluation,
and water supply study be
completed on the water
system.

The council’s action iz the
result of a .delingquent
$30,000 water bill which has
not been paid. The city
cut back the water last week
for ‘‘sanitary purposes’’.

The counci agreea
Monday to send a letter to
the sand ;ompany notifying
them of t} e city's‘intentions.

According to Business
Adminstrator Frank
Minnick, McCormack paid
their last bill October
14,186.

“QOur plan hasn't wocked,”
commented Counci!
President Craig J. Coughlin,
“it's time for planB."

The turnoff is expected on
or about May 27.

l.aw Director John Lanza
recommended a letter be
sent to the sand company. *'l
recommend we give them
the opportunity to get an
injunction if they want to get
one,’’ said l.anza.
