The ordinance stales
garbage and trash must be
placed at the curb not earlier
than H on n m ot the night
before trash is collected in
the city. excluding
Uruadway <Mi Broadway
iiar ha fie aiul trash shall not
he placed at the curb belore
i> a in on the day in which
garbage collection is
scheduled

Mayor John T o'Leary
said there has been a
problem with the trasii on
Broadway being placed the
night before only to have it
blown around <i.
malisciousls disturbed

Law Director John Lan/a
also informed the mayor
there is an existing
ordinance which requires
garbage and trash to be
placed in suitabl' metal or
plastic receptacles

ordinance is scheduled for
