weeks. The female cicada which is attracted to the singin
males, will lay their eggs. The eggs will hatch severa
weeks later and the tiny cicada nymphs will bore into the
earth and remain there until the year 2004.

In son.e parts of the country, they are beinz cooked and
served as a rare delicacy. ‘

It's a slight consolation that the cicada (magicicada
septendecim) is a native American species and occurs
nowhere else in the world. It is the longest lived insect on
this continent.
