$348.t25 PROPOSED FOR SCHOOL BUDC.FT

The Board of Education sat from 7 p.m. to 10:20 p.m. last
night in an effort to draw up a recommended school budget
for the 1962-63 school year Twice it went into long recesses
in order to work out difficult details.

Near the end of the session, the board announced that it
would recommend a total budget of $348,925 to the Board of
School Estimate which is to meet later and >»hich is
comprised of the mayor, two board members, and
(Jouncilmen Eugene Szeszko and Peter J. Rush.

The proposed budget is $21,850 higher than the $327,075
the board Is working with this school year. If approved it
would be necessary to raise 1292,294, by local taxation, a
markupof$31,390 over last year's $260,904.

According to the board members, the actual inc* easy in
the proposed budget is only $17,140, which is made
imperative by increased salaries for teachers who, by state
law, must receive a $2Ci salary increment if they are not
yet at their maximum pay, more DOOKS and supplies and
needed maintenance costs.

The balance, $14,250, represents the loss in tuition
revenues from Maitson Twp students standing the local
high school and the mandatory salary in:rea&es required
by the state.
