The family gets a grant
frofn the government for 3
pounds roughly $45) for the
uniforms. Mr. Nelson says
the money barely covers the
cos: of th' blazer alone. By
the time they are finished
clothing the student, the bill
is closar to $150.

There are many aspects of
life here the Nelsons will
take with them. “It's hard to
summarize a whole way of
life,"” Mr. Nelson said, “‘the
houses are all different.
