It has come to my attention that many people here in
South Amboy are under the misapprehension that the M*ni
Park on Bordentown Avenue was constructed vlth City
funds. I would like to take this opportunity to tell you this Is
not true. This park was constiucted with Federal Funds
and Private Contributions
, In early February, Mr. Sheenan and myself were
informed of the fact that a Community Development Grant
from the Federal Government totaling $406,000.00 dollars
was available to South Amboy, and if we did not use it by
the end of the year it would revert back to the government I
immediately set in motion the paper work to bring these
funds into South Amboy. So far these funds have enabled us
to:

1. Construct an addition to the Senior Citizen Resource
Center

2. To go ahead with the Karitan Street Storm Sewer
Project

3. The Emergency Sever Repair at Feltus and Sixth
Street* which cost $30,000 00 dollars

. 4. The construction of the park on Bordentown Avenue.
5. The revitalization Program planned for Broadway and

Bosdentown Avenue.
All of these projects are at no expense to our Tax Payers.

Captains Kelly, Holovacko, snd
Cieslarczyk have attempted to convey to you an
overwhelming concern for the taxpayers' money During a
phone conversation with the City Attorney, ne informed me
that the cost of the law suit to defend the Mayor and Council
was approximately $30000 00 dollars

They claim that I was unwilling to negotiate However,
during my initial meetings with Captain Holovacko and
now acting Police Chief. Leo McCabe. I expressed my
concern to both of them ahuot creating a schedule that will
give us supervision during peal-crime hours I did not
specify which days or how many hours that the Captains
should work during this time. 1 only told both Officers to use
their expertise and create a schedule that would be in the
best interest of our Police Department and our Residents
This recommendation came from Captain Holovatko
during our meeting when the idea of a straight first and
second shift may be the answer to my request. So how can
Captain Holovacko say 1 was unwilling to negotiate when in
point of facr the law suit that was filed against the very
schedule that Captain Holovacko created and negotiated
for

They told you in their letter that I was unwilling to
compromise. I must remind our Captains that a
compromise requires both sides trying to reach an
agreement. During this period in time I was unwilling to
accept their compromise of letting the Captains work a ten-
hour shift, four days a week, steady days, with a long
weekend every week. \i the Captains were interested in
working Bankers' Hours they should have chosen a
differen1 career Captain Holovacko initiate^ the
proceedings which required the City to Seek legal council,
not I. I was always wiUfng tn compromise, but I was not
willing to give the store away, as the saying goes.

I felt right from the start that I was doing the right thing
for the people of South Amboy especially after receiving in
writing from our former Police Chief that the program that
we were about to implement would in the long run benefit
the Police Department and the City of South Amboy.

If the department had been running in the most effective
capacity available, clu.:^* would never have been
necessary

I found it very hard as your Mayor to justify the large
amount of steady day Police Employees that the City of
South Amboy had when I took office in January. I was only
acting in the best interest of our entire City when I decided
to get our Police department more visable and more
responsive to the true r.ccis of our City

The Captains made accusations that Police Chief McCabe
and myself had Captains reporting to Sargeants. Since we
never issued an order of this nature, Police Chief McCabe
would be very interested in investigating an incident of this
nature, so that he could take the proper action, if in point of
fact this incident did ever occur.

(n closing, I do not agree with one comment made by the
Captains. You, the Taxpayers did not lose in the long run.
You now may rest knowing that the Police Department
runs more effectively I will not be intimidated by Captains
Holovacko, Kelly, and Cieslarcryk's accusations. As your
Mayor I will fight any battle, tackle any challenge and
continue to serve you, the People of South Amboy, to the
best of my ability.
