In Freeholder Vote

The Miudlesex County
Board of  Chosen
Freenciders approved three
amerdments to the cdunty’s
solii waste maragement
plan which will put a $225
million garbage . burning
lant at the former National

d site with the ash going
to the Edgeboro Landfill.

The 7-0 vote over chorused
of boos, cat-calls and other
vocal reactions makes
Middlesex County the 12th
county in the state to deal
with their garbage disposal
by way of incinera‘ion.

As nart of the i an, the
Middlesex County Utilities
Authority will own and
operate the facility which
opponents of the plan
disagree with since the
MCUA is an autonomous
body, not answerable lo the
public.

Freeholders reminded
those in the audience the
glan is a long way away from

eing implemented and
another avenue could he
explored if tests reveal the
Sayreville site to be unfit for

the project. Among the
ints of procedure outlined

v Freeholder Director
Stephen Capestro. the
amendments  will be
reviewed by the State
Nepartment of
Environmental Protection.
In all a total of 18 agencies
will review the J)ropouls,

A weight and composition
study will take place to
determine whether an
incinerator of lesser
capacity than the 2,250 ton
per day facility could serve
the county's needs.

Capestro also said two
environmental and health
impact studies will examine
the feasibility of the
incineration process and
whether or not the ash could
be disposed at Edgeboro.

Finally, an environmental
and health impact study
must be reviewed by the
state before final approval
