The Council gk‘dged total
support to the Mayor's
request. (}'Leary said he had
requested a8 meeting with the
county freeholders to discuss

Edgeboro rate increase

"*This should have been
plained ail along,” said
)'l.eary. "‘monies should
have been put away for the
closing.”

The Board of Public
Utilities last month granted
a 227 percent rate increase
to the Herbert Brothers,
owners of the Edgeboro
landfill.

O’'Leary h.s stated the
county should be protec%:g
the interests
taxpayers rather than the
owners of a privately owned
landfill.

O 'Leary said ht would
invite the freeholders and
officials from other
municipalities to a joint
meeting where a plan of
action could be set

If the meeting falls
through, O'l.eary said he
and the Councii would attend
the next freeholders meeting
ta state their position
blasting the increase and
urging action on the county
level.

Councilman Edward
Defort suggested the council
pass a resolution urging
Gov. Kean to ann assembly
Bill A-4500. shou!d it pass the
State Senate.

The bill, passcd by the
Assembly 51-12, would

rovide $16 million to absorb
alf the costs of closing the
Edgeboro Landfiil. This
money would ease the
financial burden placed on
the munciipalities by the
Edgeboru Land "1l closure.

The bill now heads to the
State Senate

Count Pulaski, a student of
law, served under Charle.,
Duke of Courland, and, with
his father and brothers,
fought against  King
Stanislaus Augustus. He
assumed command upon the
deaths of his father and
brothers.

He sought to capture the
King of Warsaw, a member
of the coalition of Russia,
Austria, and Prussia, which
subdivided Poland and.
being outlawed, fled to
France

Meeiing Benjamin
Franklin 1n France. he
offered his services - to
General George Washington
and the Centinental Army n
1977 and distinguished
himself at the Rattle of
Brandywine in command of
adivision of cavalry

At Valley Forge he
organized the Pulaski
l.egion. Al Savannah he
commanded French and
American cavalry umts and
was carried aboard the
United States brig Wasp

after  being  mortally
wounded October 9th
