The owners of the
Edgeboro Landfill petitioned
the Board of Public Utiliuc*
to grant 553 percent increase
in fees charged to their
customers which use the
landfill to dispose of their
solid waste.

In August, the UPC
granted a 227 percent
increase, half of what the
ownen; were seeking
Recently the owners. The
Herbert Brothers, went
before the BPU seeking the
other half o> thf increase
claiming the 227 percent
increase was not enough to
close the landfill as th ey arc
mandated to do January k

Councilman at Large fc'd-
^ard J Defort applauded
the resolution "What I don't
understand is the landfill
was originally scheduled to
close June 18. as of June II
there was no mention of an
increase in order to close the
facility." said Defort, "how
were they going to c1 se the
facility if the state csdn't
extend the closing date''"

Defort added no closing
costs were anticipated prior
to the extension Since the
extension of the closing
deadline, New York City
garbage is no longer
accepted at Edgeboro
meaning these carters do not
have to pay the increase to
close the facility This fac!
has infuriated city officials

Recently Mayor John T
O'Leary along with other
mayors of Middlesex and
Union County communities
went to Trenton tfi express
their concerns of the effects
the increase is having upon
their municipalities.

"I feel that the rate
increase was unfair and
unreasonable. ft, O'Leary
said, "unfair because this
crisis would not have
occurred if the courts of New
Jersey did not dictate the
New York and outside
counties be allowed to dump
at Edgeboro. It is also uniair
because our taxpayers
should not be forced to close
private land, regardless of
(he fact it is a landfill."

The mayor argued the rate
increase is unreasonable
since those who have
previously dumped at
Edgeboro are excluded
from the hike

The resolution sad the
increased fees have resulted
in a passing on of th<:
increased dumping fees to
the ultimate consumer
municipalities "The
magnitude of the increase
has created hardships on the
part of majiy cit'/ens and
municipal budgets," said the
resolution which states if the
increase can not be justified
the increase shoi..d be
ordered to be repealed.

"Prior to October 1, '.887," Freeholder Power said, "New
jersey food stores were permitted to collect State sales tax
on these items wbon they wre purchased with food
stamps "
