The improvements may
include curbing, improved
lighting, trash disposal and
possibly sidewalks. Paving
is a possibility but a problem
of water run-off would have
to be addressed.

The mayor said according
to New Jerscy Transit there
are over 400 illegally parked
cars in the v;cinity of the
train station

(' Leary has also formed a
committee ncluding Council
members  Michael J
Charmello and FEdward J.
Defort to study the city's
overall parking situation.

“We need a bigger
commitment from New
Jersey Transit.” O'Leary
said. “'the amount of volume
that they have at the South
Amboy train station as well
as the proposed developemnt
which they anticipate would
brong another 300
commuters to the train

station I'm looking for a
bigger commitmeat from
them.”

work with the ity
