“The editorial also gives
the impression that we ithe
agency) are irvolved in a
project of 162 Yo nes off
Pupek Road, this agency has
no involvement in that

roject. The editorial also
urther suggests that the
agency must take into
consideration the demands
of the school system,

"I think it is ludicrous te
suggest that the members of
this agency would do
otherwise,”” Tedescn said,
stating developers have been
asked in the past what
impact their proposal would
have on the school system

A letter from the
Redevelopmeat Agency sent
to the school board, dated
August 27, regerding their
request for a liason was not a
denial, but rather a deferra..
according to Tedesco.

“We do not have a blighted
area map, nor do we have a
redeveloper.” said Tedesco.

Two principals of FCS
Development Corp . Parhin,
met with the mav. and
counci Monday to discuss
their desire to construct a
coal -burmng cogengration
planton 24 acres of land to be
leased on lower Main Street,
adjacent to Jersey Central
Power and Light Company

The meeting with the
council was strictly mformal
and informational since the
project would have to go
hetore the Zoning Board of
Adjustment for approval

A Robert Morano,
executive vice president,
assured the masor and
councit of the safetv of the
facility and s potential
advantages

The plant. a o megavwatt
cogenerabion tacithity using
soft coal as fuel which would
be bult adjacent to the
JUP&L Werner Station
would e a crculating
fluitdized bed holer. which
Morano said s the " cleanest
operating coal plants i the
world " This power 1s ane
third the capacity of Werner
Station

The doevelopers hope to
