It's that time of year again The annual ritual, for many,
to make life changing resolutions for the p«xt twelve
months. Are you one of the participants'* Do you find, as I
do, that these resolutions are actually short-lived?

New Year's Resolutions fall into different categories
First there is the resolve to do, or refrain from doing,
something that affects the state of one's health I just heard
on the radio that the single most important decision one can
make regarding his physical well-being is to stop
smoking—whether it is oigarettes, cigars or pot Some
people jokingly say that it is easy to quit smoking, that they
have "done it several times ' Many people find it relatively
easy to stop, eRher due to a rather weak addiction or due to
a particular strong resolve on their*part Others, like the
writer, are successful within the confines of an intensive
care facility following a heart attack This particular way is
not recommended either emotionally or economically

Other physical Male New Year's Resolutions like cutting
down on, or elimmating alcohol, or sweets, or fried foods,
have similar scenarios Witoin days or weeks they are
abrogated

Emotional or mental well-being covers another category
of resolutions We resolve not to get angry or agitated when
other drivers cut in front of us on the highway, or when our
children disregard something we feel to be important, or
when our 3pouses tell us how to drive, or many other of
life's little crisis situations These resolutions often last
only up to the time of the first confrontation with the
problem.

A third category of New Year's Resolutions can be titled
"for the good of society" otV'for the good of
mankind"—something quite noble! TTiis is a wide-ranging
category from resolving to attend more PTA meetins to
promising 10 become aware of civic issues and informing
our congress person regarding the proper way to vote for
his district

And finally there are the frivolous resolutions, some of
which are easier to fulfill, but of little import if we do not
succeed. Those who are successful in keeping New Years
Resolutions should read no further They should go off in a
corner and congratulate themselves that they are not one of
us "humans"

Why are we so unsuccessful? Basically for two reasons:
we tend to promise things that are diametrically opposed to
our nature which has been cultivated over a period of time;
and we attempt to correct or improve in too many ways at
once.

The solution, therefore, is to make fewer resolutions and
also to try to stay within our capability.
