In January, 1984, the diner received national notoriety
when film maker Woody Alien featured it in the movie
"Purple Rose of Cairo," attracting movie fans t the diner
du; ing the filming

rhe diner's original owner could not be determined but it
is known that it was one* owned and operated by Jim
Farley and is believed to have been moved to Bordentown
Avenue in 1927, during prohibition and bootlegging days.

The original siding of the diner is recalled as being of
green paneling and hand-stripped, in the manner of a
railroad car. Although diners of this kind were then built by
the railroads, the Raritan Diter was of a rare type of
construction called the "Mahoney Diner." having oak trim
and ceiling and marK)e counters
