Army Corps of
Engineers as a result of

dredging activity in the
Raritan Bay.

“The subsequent fill.
placed there by Jersey

Central Power and Light i.,
1982, was matenal taken
from an inlet near their
facility,” reuoried
Dresdner.

He added ‘hat the fill
placed on the site from 191

53 was placed prior to
_ federal regulations that
would have  mandated

samp'ing and testing of the
fill.

The material
site by JCP&L. was
sampled and tested.
Dresdner said the results of
the analysis said there is no
evidence of PCB's on the
site.

*“This does not mean there
are no PCB's.”’ Dresdner
emphasized, ‘‘but based on
the information available
there were no pcb'’s found.
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The materials that remain
in the Raritan Bay has
concentrations of heavy
metals, that are high and
exceed the threshold of
action by the New Jersey
liepartment of
Fnvironmautai Protection
F.OHA legistation.”” he
said

The nvironmental
Clearup Responsibility Act
has standards for
concentrations of heavy
metals in situations where
the regulations apply. if the
concentrations exceed the
threshold, in  order to
develac  and  sell,  the
prope:ty, the concentrations
must be reduced.

Drezdner said the
concentiations may  be
reducev. by disposal off-site,
or renediate on-site by
covering the soil with a
coupl feet «f clean fill.

Dresdrer concluded there

i a lack of clarity as to the
conditions on the site. ‘'They

are not of the condition or

concentration that would
suggest the site 18
undevelopable  or any
extraordinary  costs  to
remediate,’” he said.

products on the  site,
according lo the report.

It was our opinion that he
conditions on the site that we
identified that would suggest
that the consideration for
developing this site should
e stopped here and now.”

‘Wea're recommending
that seven test pits be dug
and that three soil samples
be taken from eacn test pit
for a total of 21 samples.™
Dresdner said. explaining
the samples would be taken
at vr:ious depths of the fest
pite.. Dresdner believes the
testing would paint a
comprehensive picture of
conditions now on the site.

Dresdi.er said this would
be a necessary first step if
development were to occur
on the site.

Dresdner informed the
agency that ECRA is not a
consideration on the 100 acre
site, but would be activated
if the redevelopment area
was to include the old
Rarian River Railroad
aroperty or the old spiral
raetal property. These sites
waould automatically involve

ECRA. due cto the
industrial  history  of the
propecty
