a regular basis The drug,
also known as 'basooko’ and
‘coke paste’, 15 added to
marijuana and smoked -

The news also reported
‘bazeoka’ costs from $1 to $3
per vilte, making 1t available
to almost anyone, especially
to the youth

Putting 1 simply,
‘bazooka’ will put a user in a
grave a lot quicker than
‘crack’
