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Parking Survey
Result Released

A study of rked cars
within the city has revealed
nearly 300 cars of

commuters parked on city
streets during the course of
an average weekday.

Mayor John T. O'Leary,
through the traffic
committee, directed Chief
l.eo McCabe and Captain
i.dward Cieslarczyk, traffic
safety. to verify the number
of cars parked likely owned
by commuters.

The survey was taken Feb.
11 and was specifically for
the streets in proximity of
the train station. The streets
surveyed were: Brosdway,
from Church to Gordon
Street, east and west sides of
Bruadway the 100, 200 and
300 blecks, north and south
side of Augusta, David,
George

north anB south sides of

-Bordentown Avenue,
Catherine Street and
Gordon Street.

According to the survey,
the total number of vehicles
which were observed on
those streets totalled 681. Of
that figure neariy 15 per cent
of the 297 cars were of
commuters. The Ssurvey
points out that an additional
400 commuter vehicles were
parkes in nff-street ‘ots This
means a total of about 700
commuter vehicles flock to
the ity  routinely every
weekday morning
