Traffic  experts from
Carmen Associates,
Montville, explained their

David Mende:son,
president of the firm, and
John N. Ivan, transportation
engineer, presented five
possible options for access to
the site. Both recommended
% grade level crossing,
building a new road along
the Conrail right-of-way spur
wrich runs south of
M. Carthy Towers at the end
of Broadway, to the southern
moust point of Stevens
Avenye, near the old
railroad roundhouse.

Another option.
constructing a bridge over

" the North Jersey Coast Line
railroad tracks at Gordon
Street, was not
recommended due the
cost.

The recommended access
—building the new road from
Stevens Ave., intersecting
Broadway and crossing the
railroad at grade-~would be
less costly. A traffic signal
would be recommended for

to

the Stevens Ave -
Bordentown Ave
intersection.

“We propose this one

hecause it works better,”
said Ivan, ‘'we found this
operated at a much better
level of service, it would
remove 1traffic from this
neighborhood (the
redevelopment area! .’

garbage ‘'We have areas of
the town that are secluded
and we find more and more
garbage being dumped
there,”" Buchanan said
““This is a problem that
effects every vitizen, and |
wint to invclve every citizen
in fighting it,"’ he said.

Buchanan noted that since
area landfills have become
stricter with the malterials
they atlow to be dumped,

Borough officia's  have
noticed an increase in illegal
dumping throughout the
town.

“*There are sonie people
who think our highways and
vacant lots are dumping
grounds and junk yards, and
that's  got to  stop,”
Buchanarn said.

Buchanan said his
ordinance would be aimed at
those industrial polluters
who dump hazardous waste,
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contractors leaving
construction debris, and
residents who leave

arbage, refrigerators,

urniture and similar refuse
along roads or on vacant
property. o

Buchanan, who is the
counciliman who heads the
Sanitation and Road
Department also said he has
ordered employees in his
department to note debris
along the roadwuys and on
private property. Buchanan
said his employees have
been directed to pick up the
debris along the roadways.
**1f they see debris on vacant
lots we will notify the ywner
and have him clean itiup. If
he doesn’t, we'li cican it up
and charge him.”’ Buchanan
said.

Buchanan also suggested
that the fines for those
convicted of illegal dumping
be raised to a minimum of
$500. I want people to know
if they are caught dumping
in Sayreville it is going to
cost them plenty.”
