New Water Contract

City Adds Plastics to Recycliig Your Hometown
According to a release

submitted to the Citizen,
Mayor O'Leary has announ
c«*l that the contract for the
sale of water between South
Amboy and Perth Am boy
expired on December 5!,
1997. Negotiation- for a new
contract began in September
of 1987. Beth the represen-
tatives of the Cities of South
Amboy and Perth Arnboy,
concerned with the well-
being of their citizens, yet
realizing the fiscal con-
ditions of both cities, have
negotiated this new contract,
which is retroac'ive to
January l, 1968:

1) A contract duration of
twenty (20) yea rs (1968-2008 >

2) *ears 1988-1992- A 25%
discount of the Perth Amboy
residential rate and the
minimum purchase guaran-
tee nf 450 thousand gallons
per day.

3) 1993-2008 A 15%
discount of the Per.h Amboy
residential rate and a
minimum purchase guaran
tee of 600 thousand gallons
per day

Mayor O'Leary said that
the new contract is
necessary to meet State
(guidelines on.critical water

source He said according to
the-.j guidelines South Am
boy muRt identify a secon-
dary water source. South
Amboy is only allowed to
pump 113 n illion gallons of
water per year Frorr our
plant This is about 350
thousand gallons of water
per day Mayor U'Lea/y
went on to say that the new
contract will not cost the
City taxpayers any more in
their water bills this year
The increase in cost will be
offset by the upgrading of
our water system and the in-
stallation of new water
meters.

During the course of
negotiations, both Cities
were concerned with the
future growth of residential
and commercial properties
In order to insure an
adequate water source for
both cities, long range plan
ning was necessary The
Cities of South Amboy and
Perth Amboy have been
historically linked and have
always cooperated in areas
of mutual interest Water
sales to South Amboy from
Perth Amboy date back to
