South Amboy Police Depar
tment by Mayor John I)
Leonard on December 26.
1950

In 1952 Leroy married the
former KoseMary
Rloodgood They are the
parents of iwo sons. Leroy
and Matthew, and two
daughters, Sharon and
Sarah tn addition, l^roy
ana Rose Mary have seven
grandchildren

In 1965 L^roy was
promoted to Sargeant of
police by Mayor Richard
Schultr In that rapacity he
served as juvenile officer
and as a detective

recognized by the Confederate States' ongress.

Connecticut— (897—The three grape vines displayed on
the state seal which decorates the Connecticut flag
represent thf th*-?e original settlements of the Nutmeg
State— Hartford, Windsor and Wathersf ield

Maisuchussetts—1915- With « i Indian warrior on one
side and a greeen pine tree on a blue shield upon the other,
the Commonwealth of Massachusetts has one of the few
state flags with two distinctly different sides. The Latin
motto is translated, "With the sword she seeks peace under
liberty."

Maryland -1904- ()ne of the oldest flags in the world, the
Maryland standard bears the arms of the Calvert and
Croesland families Calv.;rt was the family name of the
Lords of Baltimore who founded the state, while Crosslands
was the family of the mother of the first I/ord Baltimore

South Carolina-1861-The Palmetto State adopted its
banner when it withdrew from the Union m 1861 ft is the
second oldest unchanged official state flag in existence

New Hampshire—1931 -This flag, first adopted in 1909.
carried the Granie State's seal, in use since 1784. The seal
was redrawn and the flag with the new seal approved in
1931.

Virginia—1930- The flag adapted by Virginia in 1930 haL
been essentially unchanged since 183. when it was first
raised by Governor John Floyd at the head of a militia force
called to quell the Nat Turner insurrection in Southampton
County

New York-1901-The Great Seal of New York, which
decorates its banner, has changed little since ;ts original
design in 1777. though there have existed at least >ix slightly
modified official versions since that date

North Carolina—1885—Because of its two dates, this flag
carries special interest. The uppermost refers to the
Mecklenburg Declaration of Independence, while the lower
one commemorates the Halifax Resolves which em-
powered delegates from North Carolina "to concur with the
delegates of the o'her Colonies in declaring Independency "

Rhode Island i897 The anchor was first used as a
Colony symbol jn the official seal adopted in 1647, and the
motto "Hope" was added in 1664 when the government was
organized under a charter from King Charles II.

City Suspends Two
Liquor Licences

The City Council suspen-
ded the liquor licences of two
establishments as a result of
recent violations

Pine Liquors received a 30
day suspension—minus 10
days for a non vult plea- for
two violations which oc-
curred in late September
?nd October

Burdaki Tavern had its
license suspended for five
days—minus two days for a
non vult plea—for an early
December incident.

According to Thomas E.
Downs IV, municipal
prosecutor, Pine Liquors'
owner Alfred Seddon, has
entered into a contract to sell
the business.

The two violations came
approximately three months
after the store was cited
twice in one evening for ser-
ving minors. James Vail,
Seddons lawyer, said the
reason Seddon is selling the
business is due to the fact he
cannot spend ar many hours
in the store as he would like
All fou* of the violations
have occurred with Seddon's

employees.
Pine Liqudrs' license was

suspended by the Ouncil
last summer for the two
earlier violations However,
the length u* time was
reduced for a non vult plea.

The Council took into ac-
count the anticipated sale in
rendering their judgement.
Downs said the agreement
couldn't be finalized until the
two matters were decided.

The incident surrounding
Burdak's suspension was
due to serving beer to a
minor.

John Vail, lawyer for Bur-
daks, said the minor entered
the bar with an alterod pic:
ture drivers license, and
presented it to the barten-
der.

Vail said Burdaks has not
had a violation in 40 years.

The bar will be closed
Sunday, Monday and
Tuesday.
