The City of South Amboy
was granted a special sub
commitlee from the Mid
dlesex (‘ounty Board of
Chosen Freeholders in an ef-
fort to helg the City solve
traffic problems caused by
elements outside City lirmits

ine Task Force, an
outgrowthk of the County’s
Transportatio~ Coordinating
Committee, will be com-
prised of South Amboy
Mayor John T O'Leary.
*Councilman Craig Coughlin,
and representatives from
Old Bridge and Sayreville
Appointments to the Task
Force will be made at the
next Transportation Meeting
on April 7, 1988

At a meeting called
together by Mayor John T
O'Leary held at South Am-
bov Uity Hall approximately
two dozen local. state and
county officials gathered to
discuss possible solutions to
traffic congestion in Scuth
Amboy and surivunding
municipalities

At the center of attention
was a state plan to build a
partial cloverleaf inter
change at Route 9 and Er-
nston Road at the Old
Bridge-Sayreville border.

South Ambcv Mayor John
T. ('Leary saia be and other
City Officials feel the plan s
a good stali  toward
alleviating congestion in Old
Bridge and Sayreville. But
they stressed it is only a par-
tial solution to a massive
problem

O'Leery cautioned that the
Route 9 plan, as it currently
stands, will worsen the traf-
fic in South Amboy because
the unrestricted flow of three
northbound lanes of Route 9
traffic will merge into one
lane on the access ramp
leading to Route 35 1n the
City.

Whet the plan essentially
does, ()'Leary said, is
“moves the problem down
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two miles :nto South Am-
boy

Additional traffic in the
City will “"create a life
threatening situation' for
motorists, the Mayor said.

Police Capt. Edward
Cieslarczyk, head of the
City's Traffic and Safety
Division, pointed out that the
tremmendous amount of
residential growth in Mid-
dlesex, Mcnmouth, and
Ocean Count es during the
past 20 years has caused a
massive strain on the area’s
roadways

He said congestion 1s par-
ticularly bad on the Edison
Bridge 'Route 9. Victory
Bridge tRoute 35: and
I'riscoll Bridge (Garden
state Parkway

With one accident or
stalled car on the Edison
Bridge, Cieslarezvk sad,
CVOU Can't move crnsstown,
vou cant move uptown,
downtown. o anvwhere in
town

(V'Le ry urged the leaders
of other Middlesex County
municipabties to work with
him in pressuring the state

“It's a frustrating feeling
when you wake up in the
morning and it tases ¢l
minutes  sometimes 45
minutes just to get out of
vour own town.”
