The budget before the
voters has received some
public criticism At last
week's City Council meeting
Pat Moran said a 17 point
hike "is quite a lot "

Moran Mild the $5 tt million
budget, with 950 students in
the syitem, figures to
"nearly $6,000 per pupil to
send them to school

I think that someone
should look into the fact and
see what we're doing wrong
and it •« causing us this kind
of money to educate our
children when they can be
sent to a private school at a
considerably less cost,"
Moran said at last weeks
meeting

School board officials have
nted reductions in state and
federal monies along with
dramatic increases in in-
surance costs as factors in
the increase

I think there should be an
investigation to why it has
gotten to this point,' stated
Moran >
