Later in
the afternoon, anrepared dinner will be delivered to the
office along witnaHtottfe of wine, a videotape and maybe
some fresh flowers to take home.

Taking it one step further, Nelson sees commuters, with
their car telephones, programming kitchen
appliances—defrosting frozens foods, baking oreads, pre
heating oveiiG and even making ice cream before they et
home Cooking will be reserved for weekends.

Demand for quality food wi'I become more intense and so
will concern about food safety and nutrients. As more
women enter the workplace, they will decide that cooking is
non-essential. Nelson says. He added that the gold standard
in food will be take-out rather than home cooking.

In addition to cars with microwave ovens and hand-held
commuter foods that wilt make the roads more unsafe.
Nelson expects: junk food to undergo a metamorphosis,
changing from high calorie and cholesterol to healthful,
nutritious grab-and-go foods to slow the aging process;
more women will be st hooted politicians and their election
to public office will have a positive impact on social
service policies involving food and on food legislation,
more people will be single and single-serving food products
and packages will be popular

Also; kids will be fatter and more out of shape Half of the
parents who have over-weight children today think their
children weigh the eight amount. Those chiidrer wilt
mature into young adults who are in poorer physical
condition than todays; food irradiation, now approved fo
use in 30 countries worldwide, will be widely accepted by
U.S. consumers as a way to assure fresher food, less
spoilage and lower prices
