Customers to Help Stop Dog Bites

Spring is in fhc a . and
uiit'orliwiatlt'\ that usua lh
heralds a rise in 'og bites
As the weather turns
warmer more pet owners
allow I heir dogs outside the
house and th*' larger
population of dogs roaming
free results in more dog
bites, according to Anthony
Rosario. Postmaster

"We are asking our
neighbors to help protect
letter carriers, utility
workers, and other citizens
from the dangers of dog
bites,' says Fostmaster
Rosario 'Nationally, more
than 4.000 letter carriers
were bitten by dogs last
year And that includes
injuries to .1 local letter
'"drners

Pos tmas te r Rosario
received e x c e 11 vnI
cooperation from customers
in the past, but there are still
too many dog bites

"Our Customers have
responded very positively to
our plea to keep their pets
restrained in the p»st few
years.' Postmaster Rosario
says "And we have seen a
decline in biles nationally
Nevertheless, virtually all
dog bites are unnecessary
and we are determined to
eliminate this hazard to our
employees and other citizens
who might be bitten "

Postmaster Rosario says
that all dogs are territorial
by nature, and even the most
gentle pet will bite if it feels
its domain is threatened by
the prww»nce of a carrier or
other person

"With a little care, a pel
owner can not only protect
our carriers, but his/her pel
and pocketbook. too " he
says

P o s t m a s t e r Roeano
stressed that the Postal
Service is very serious about
protecting it: employees
from dog bite hazards When
a pet owner fails to restrain
a dog that threatens a
carrier, Postmaster will stop
home delivery to thv
residence or, in some cases,
to the entire neighborhood
The Postal Service also will
seek to recover worker's
compensation damages and
provide counseling to
carriers who have been

bitten and who wish to seek
private legal net ion against
the dog owners

Postmaster Rosario s=»ys
these policies underscore ihe
Post a I Serv ice ' s
commitment to protect its
employees, and added (hat
pet owners can easily meet
their responsibilities tr
control! heir pets.

"We suggest that pets be
kept away from the mailbox
and areas the letter carrier
uses for access to the
property Pos tmas t e r
Rosario says "If the pet
cannot be kept behind a
secure feni'i*. the owner
should restrain it with a
secure leash or tether or at
least keep the pet inside the
house during the usual hours
carriers are making their
rounds."

"We try to do our part by
stressing awareness of dog
bite dangers to our
carriers," si>ys Po*:?.master
Rosario 'But dog bites tre
everyone's problem and we
rely heavily on the support
and cooperation of the
community to help us end
(hese pam.ul and costly
injuries "
