Ambulances, police cars,
fire fighting equipment
screamed to p.ot by

In South Amnoy. at least
two spearate fires *ere
raging at the docks First aid
men and fireman were
wavcu back because it was
feared another explosion
was imminent Shells
littered the ground
underfoot

Downtown, the scene wax
sheer havoc Like eyeles-
skulls. every house
present*^ its shorn exterior

Men, women and children
were showered with slivers
of glass and chunks of wood
ajid bricks from buildings
Most lights were out

Some stood in their tracks
clutching bloodied arms and
legs unbelievingly -their
fear-whitened faces pale in
the growing gloom

At the docks, bodies and
parts of bodies one
headless- floated in the
grimy wreckage

In the city itself, a» the
first shock of the tragedy
wore off. householders were
asked by city officials in
sound trucks to return to
their homes to turn off gas
jets that might have been
left onintht panic

IViany families were
separated- mothers and
fathers and children were
being held at different
hospitals

Focal points in the rescue
operations were South
Ambo> Memorial Hospital
and Perth Amboy Genrai
Hospital.

In both communities,
every available doctor and
nurse sped to the hospitals
Passers-by volunteered their
heip.

Portable electric lights
were set up under a driving

rain at the South Amboy
Hospital. Tho small building
was virtually swamped with
medical men, nurses,
assistants, rescue workers,
police.state troopers, ARmy
men and reporters and
photographers

One oi'f v»oman. at leasl 80.
moaned softly as a doctor
treated her fact ni»s. An old
man was stoical as sulfa
powder was applied to a
gaping back wound
Rumors Thick and Fast
