Calm in Perth Amboy
For Now...

The president of
MtCormaek Aggregates
Sand Company picsented
the City Council with a
propose i w>;ich would
modify the firm's day to-day
business operation.

Jerimiah Callfihan,
president, said the
company's new plan is
designed to alleviate
problems associated with
the firm Callahan said that
in order for the new
operation to be put in place,
McCormack must obtain a
series of permits Caliaha.i
presented the plan to the
council to get their feelings
on allowing a "temorarv'
situation to exi^t until the
procedure to obtain the
permist.s could take place
Among the required permits
would be for deck
construction and ocean
mining

Also, the firm must obtain
permits to drive six pile
clusters, install three
conveyors, one sand tunnel,
remove several hundred old
pi l ings dredge
approximately 90,000-cubic
yards of sand

Callahan outlined the
proposals new system which
would include 3 hopper
dredge that wilt ioad sand in
the same manner to
"dewater" the sand in the
hopper to ?•*. percent water
by voiume while it enters the
McCormack facility

According to a letter made
available to the council and
public at the Monday
meeting, the dredge will tie
up to a barge located
directly off the McCormack
property, where it will
unload its cargo of sand via a
conveyor system into a
series of two hoppers and
conveyers, which will
stockpile the material fiver
a tunnel

Callanan said the tunnel is
equipoed with gutes in the
top of it to allow the
stockpiled sand to drop onto
another conveyor belt that
will feed the processing
plant directly, rather than
!he four fro;>t end loaders
presently used

Callahan said that under
this new operation, the sand
delivered to the sile will
contain only ;i to 5 percent
water, as compared to the 85
to 90 per cent

Callahan said this would
drastically reduce the
amount of water that would
oe introduced ,̂ onto the site
and discharged in to the
Raritan Bay
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In addition, the new
procedure would reduce the
amount of sand stockpiled on
the site from '.he 600,000
cubic-yaivis to BO.OOC-cubic
yards, which wou'd reduce
the height oi the sand piles

Canithan said chat because
the production of the new
dreage would be closely
matched to the capacity of
tii*? riant, the processed sand
stockpiles would be reduced
He ridded that the plant
v.vuld not be in operation
as wany Saturdays

The new procedure,
CaMahfn said, would
eliminate the fmjr front end
loaders and also the need for
one bulldozer which would
cut heavy equipment on the
site by 50 per cent

Richard Tomer of the U.S
Army Corps of Engineers
recommended to the council*
that the term "terrtporary'
