The Redevelopment
Agency wasted little time at
its reorganization meeting,
setling its priorities for the
up-coming year

With an agnenda that
includes putting together a
redevelopment plan -the
most vital component of the
total project —the
commissioners will also take
steps 1o insure the public is
properly and thoroughly
informed and involved in the
process

At last week's
reorganization meeling, all
commissioners were
es%eciulty sensitive to the
public's impression of the

agency.
Warren Rappleyea.
elected as chairman for 1968-

89, said he was encoursnged
by the public participation at
the planning board's blight
hearing earlier in the mor.*h
but also addressed the
rumors circulahing about the
agency.

Rappiyea told The Citizen
he was disturbed by a letter
circulated in the Dohaney
Homes housing project the
days before the blight
hearing

According to Rapplevea.
the letter used scare tactics
In s message, stating that
residents must attend the
and speak out
against the blighting of the
housing or residents would
end up homeless

1t was very irresponsible
of whoever circulated the
erroneous and unsigned
flyer.” Rapplevea said
Although the housing project
was included 1n the blight
report presented to the
agency.  he said  that
members of the hoard as
well as plinning board and
city council memoers have
publicly  opposed  1ts
inclusion 'n the “blight”
area.

According 1o Susan Gruel.
[)lanner for the agency. the
andfill area i1s the primaiy
area, targeted for
redevelopment The
perimeter of the area, which
contained the [Dohaney
Homes housing project, was
included in the
report -solely as ar access

. alternative. Since the blight

repurt was finished, a traffic
study was submitted to the
agency recommending that
the best point of entry would
be along an abandoned
railroad spur on South
Broadway Access through
the housing project is no
longer considered. Grue!

Warren Rapplevea was
clected chatrman of the
Hedevelopment Agency at
s annual reorganizahon
meeting held July 20

Rappieyea. who  was
appointed to the agency in
April, 1987, succeeds Janiee
Tedesco. un nead of the
agency Tedesco opted not to
seek resppointment.

Rapplevea’s appointment
was opposed by
commiss'aner Vincent
Mackiel, who nominated
himself for the chairman’s
post as well as the vice
chairman position Mackiel
received no support in his
id

Kevin Meszams, the
agency's first chairman,
was elected as  vice
chairman

The board aiso elected to
retain the services of Harvey
5 Moskowitz Associates as
planner and  Hobert
McGowan as attorney The
appointments were also
opposed by Mackiel who

found himself in a 6-)
minority.

The 1ty of South Ambaoy
had to bite a $¢ i hyllet
last week when 1« was
lcarned that was the cut in
the city’s anticipated gross
receipis revenues

According to Wilham
McGowan, city treasurer
and financial director, the
cut  marks the third
‘consecutive year the city has
realized less gross réceipts
revenues than 1t had
anticipated In 1987 the o1ty
was cut $42.000 and in 1986
suffered a $20.000 cut

“The state of New Jersey
las once again stuck it to our
taxpayers,'  said Mayor
John T O'Leary. The cut
represents approximately
5.6 tax points ('Leary aaid
it 15 a “remote possibility”
that a tax hike woula ie
imposed in the 1989 hudget to
make up the differcnce

According ‘o budget
figures. the citv estimated
that $4 1 million of its $6.5 in
re. enues would come from
franciii.e 2nd gross receipts
revenues
