25,
1988, will be the first Citizen-fyee Thursday (aside from
holidays) in the lifetimes of ea("l?;;hd every resident of the
community and of those who have moved away and
subscribe to The Citizen as a way of keeping in touch with
the old hometown The Citizen has seen more Thursdays
than we as individuals ever hope to see.

Many newspapers have come and gone and The Citizen
nas remained, continuing to serve its readers. The Citizen
never pretended to be anything more than a weekly,
community paper It was not technically perfect, but it

 delivered the news It was informative, entertairing.
sometimes contro'ersial but seldom dull, because this
per told the st::ry of South Amboy to Sputh Amboyans.
Zveryone wanted to know about friends and neighbors of
the community.

Going back through old editions of the paper one can
trace the birth ;i asuncement of a new member to a family
Later in the ol sports page you can read about that
individual's diamond heroics in the Little Fella's League,
Babe Ruth League, the Pop Warner football league with the
old Sabres or high school sports teamns, Also, scholastically.
you can read about that individual's achievements in his or
her progressive level of schooling be it on the Hond® Roll.
National Honors Society or Deans List. You could have read
about his college graduation and seen a picture that avoked
memories, a smile and maybe even a laugh or tear. Later,
you can read that this person had just become engaged and
later married. Tne Citizen had it all. Later, this person may
have become more involved within the community and saw
a picture in the paper receiving a community award or
becoming a member of the city council or even, perhaps.
mayor As the events of ¢ne's life was traced in the paper.
word was also spread of the end of his life in the obituary
From beginning Lo end. the paper, for 106 years, has traced
the weekly development not only of the community but of
each resident. '
