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Planners Hear Informal Marina Proposal

The Planning Board last
week heard an informal
proposal from a developer to
construct a 300-slip marina
off Rosewell Street.

Carmine K. Dellapietro,
president of Cardell, Inc.,

resented his pian
informally to the board.
Dellapietro is the contract
purchaser of the property
which is owned gy WAS
Terminals, Inc. The
property is included in the
city's preliminary blight
report.

Last month, an:attorney
for the developer, requested
taht the board remove the
propertg from consideration
in the blight area. At that
time, the board requested
that a representative
involved in the project
present preliminary plans to
the city as to what the
project will entail.

Dellapietro said that
negotiations to acquire the
land began about a year and
a half ago. According to his
preliminary plans, the
marina  would exlend
approximately 1,000 feet in
to the water from an existing
bulkhead line.

The plara 4180 include a
commerical building, a
n‘.orag: vvilding and three
other buildings which would
be developed at a later date.
All of ‘he commerciu!

aspects of the buildings
would be. marina nriented
such as a bait and tackle
shicp and boeat sales and
supplies.

taki'.g place. He cautioned
that this assembly would be
quiet. The storage building
itself, Dellapietro said,
would be built on the
McCormack Aggregates
property line, which he said
would act as a buffer to

‘residents from the activity

at the sand facility.

Also, Dellapietro said he
would deveiop the 9.7 arre
site privately if exc uded
from the ‘blight” report.

He added that the project
could mean as many as 50
new iobs coming to the city
“1 know what 1 want and |
know how to do it"
Dellapietro said, adding that
if the project was included in
the blight report he would be
"*going back to square one '

Dellapietro said his time
table, ideally, would have
him before the planning
board with a formal proposal
before the end of the year If
approved, he hopes to begin
construction of the project
during the spring of 1969 with
operalions commencing the
following spring.

Dellapietro said he had a
traffic stuuy done for the
project which revealed nis
proposal, albeit a seasonal

usiness, would not have an
adversc affect on the traffic
in the arca. Dellapietro said
he wotld forward a copy of
his traffic study to the board.
