A seven woman ard five
man jury last month found
18-year-old Robert Harmon
guilty in the stabbing death

of Harry O’'Brien in
February, 1987
The  jury rejected

Harmon's contention that he
acted in self-defense when he
stahbed O'Brien, who was on
duty at his job at the South
Amboy water treatment

" plant.

Assistant Middiesex
County prosecutor Ernest
Beryman said that he will
ask the court to impose the
maximum  sentence.
Harmon could face a
minimum of 30 years before
becoming eligihle for parole

The jury acquilted
Harmon of eharges of felony
murder and armed robbery,
but was convicted of stealing
$70 from O'Brien after the
