sustained injuries which
would later take her life
when she was struck by a
vehicle crossing Stevens
Avenue.

Sister Cosmas died
January 18 at South Amboy
Memorial Hospita).

The events of the day have
shaken and saddened the
entire community.

Principal Since 1984

According to police, Sister
Cosmas was struck while
walking in the crosswalk
across Stevens Avenue al
3:18 p.m. by a pickup truck
driven by Lisa A Lamarr,
23, of Middletown

Lemarr was travelinﬁ
west on Augusta Street an
proceeded to make a left
turn onto Stevens Avenue.
Police said the light at the
intersection was changing
from green to amber as
Lamarr was making her
turn,

As word of the accident
spread through the
community, sisters, priesta,

for Sister Cesmas. The
crowded hallwavs were
quiet as those gathered
offered prayers

Sister Cosmas was puton a
respirator in the huspital's
Intensive Care Unit. She
died in the late afternoon
January 18.

Sister Cosmas received her
bachelor's  degree in
elementary education from
Georgian Court College,
Lakewood. in 1931, She
joined the Sisters of Mercy of
New Jersey in 1932, taking
her final vows in 1938.

After teaching at St
Mary's from 1937 to 1954,
Sister Cosmas served as
teacher and principal in St.

.John School in Paulsboro,

N.J. u.til 1957

From 1957 to 1959, she
served as principal of St.
Joseph School in Trenton.
From 1860 to 1966, she taught
at St. Francis Cathedral
School in Metuchen, and at
St. Matthew's Schoo! In
F.dison from 1966 to 1973
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She worked 1n Atlantic
City as a special education

teacher at St. Nicholas
School from 1973 10 1974 and
at Holy Spirit Center from
197410 1975

Sister Cosmas returned to
St. Mary's in 1975, where she
resumed teaching until 1984,
when she became principal.

Surviving are a sister,
Anne Mulholland of
Pottisville, Pa. and a brother,
John E. Purcell of
Philadelphia.

Angela Titolo, a 1987

-graduate of St. Mary’s High

hool, was shot and killed
January 17 by a former
boyfr--nd who then killed
himself.

Titolo, 19. employed by the
Rosengarten Realty and
Development Corporation in
Perth Amboy, was fatally
wounded shortly after
reporting for work.

itolo was found by co-
workers face down on the
floor of her office. Next to
her was the body of Wardell
Roberts 111. Both had been
shot in the right temple
according to Perth Amboy
police.

Roberts, 21 and Titolo had
been invuived in an '‘on-
-again-ofi-again’’ relation-
ship for about two years.
