of traitic into hte city would
be constant. The first signal
would interrupt the flow in
traffic from Route 9 to Route
35. The second wouid
eliminate the backup of
vehicles on the Route 9

As it stands now we have 28 members to
sncwer all calls, em rgeocy and transports (non
emergency'. If we do not iet members to fill our ranks we
will have to curtail all non emergency calls. leaving
members {ree to answer only emergency calls.

South Amboy First Aid is a volunteer squad and does not

_ask for payment to take a love one o the hospital, whether

it 1s a routine transport (non-emergency or whether it is an
emergency If we do not get members to fill our ranks and
the Squad closes its doors, the people of South Amboy will
pay dearly for paid emergency care. When our alarm
sounds for an emergency we are “‘in service' in four to five
minutes after getting the call: this will not be so if a paid
ambulance service wer¢ to answer calls in South Amgf)y.
You will not get the quick responses from caring Squad
members, nor will vou see familiar faces. Instead it will be
strangers who have no second thoughts about handing vou a
bill, or how long it took for them to answer the call

Since the formation of the Squad ir 1932 the people of
South Amboy have beer very generrus with donations to
help defrav the cost of our equipment: withou' their
donations we could not exist. Now the time has come when
we need help again, not just generous donations of money
but help in the form of more people getting involved to do
something that could help save the hife ot your friend,
neighbor or maybe a perfect stranger What a good feeling
