According to police, after
the boys discovered the
grenade, a neighbor brought
them to the police station
Police put *he grenade in the
storm 1ru.ii in front of City
Hall in the event of
detonation

An army bomb squad from
Fort Monmouth was
summoned to remove the

grenade
Police evacuated the five

businesses opposite City Hall
and blocked off the s'reet fro
Augusta Street to Main
Street as the bomb disposal
unit was enroute to South
Amboy

Police said the grenade's
safety pin was missing and it
was just pure luck that the
grenade did not explode

The bomb squad arrived at
approximately 3 :io p m
almost '.wo hours after police
were alerted to th*> grenade
The device was removed
without further incident

THE RIGHT WAY TO CUT ROSE Pick and prune at
once Cutting flowers in summer is i form of pruning that is
almost as important as that done m autumn. In order to en-
courage big l>eautiful flowers on sturdy stems, roses should
be cut back to thick healthy wood. Choose a point just above
a five-part leaf that faces outwar from the center of the
hush If you look closely, you'll see a small dorman bud in
the leaf axil, which is just where new growth will sprout.
