$6,030.075.

The City Council last
month introduced its $¢.4
million municipal bwiget for
1989 which re 18 a tax
increase of five cents per
$100 assessed valuation.

According to city business
adminstrator John Mason,
the $6,390,882 spending
rackage is approximately
$138,000 less than the 1988
budget. Under the proposed
budged. the city's tax rate
will rise to 52 cents per $100
assessed valuation.

Mason said the city lost
$185,000 in state revenues.
Mason added that four
layoffs would take place due
to the city's inevitable
connection to the South Bay
Collection system which
would result in the closing of

the city's sewer treatment
plant.
