Ordinance Violations

The city council adopted
an ordinance establishing a
general penalty for the
violation of city ordinance.

What 1s described as a
‘*catch-all ordinance’’ the
city has set general penalties
for violating non-specific
ordinances.

According to the newly
adopted law, unanimously
adopted May 23, unless a
specific penalty is provided
for in & city ordinance, any
person in violation of any
provision of a city ordinance
shall be punished with
imprisonment for not more
than 90 days or by a fine of no
more than $1, r a period
of community service not
exceeding 90 days.

City Amends Fire Code

The City Council has
adopted an ordinance
amending the structure of
the Department of Fire. At
the same time the city
adopted an ordinance
amending and
supplementing the Fire
prevention code.

According to the
oraina.:ce, there shall be a
department of Fire, the head
of which shall be the
Volunteer Kire Chief. who
shall be appointed by the

Mayor, with the
recommecndation of the
City's  volunteer fire

companies and with the
advice and consent of the
council.

The ordinance established
a Division of Fire, the head
of which shall be the
Volunteer Fire Chiel. The
Division shall consist of the
volunteer fire companies as
have heretofore been or may
hereafter be organized The
Division shall conduct its
operations in accordance
with state laws and local
ordinahces.

The ordinancc establishey
a Divisior  of Fire
rrevention, the head of
which shall be the Fire
‘Officiai. The Division shall
enforce the Uniform Fire

Safety Act and shall perform
all inspection and
enforcement activities
required under any other
fire laws, codes and
regulations previously
adopted or subsequently
adog:)ed by the City of South
Amboy

The second ordinance sets
up and enforcement agency
which will e2nforce the New
Jersey Uniform Act and the
Codes and Regulations
adoptesl under it in all
buildings. structures, and
premises within  the
established boundaries of
the City of South Amboy.
other than owner occupied
buildings used exclusively
for dwelling purposes and
containing fewer than three
dwelling units, or buildings.
structures, and premises
owned or operated by the
State and interstate entities

and their agencles,
departments or
instrumentalilies
