South A nhoy city officials
joined a number of residents
to voice their objections as to
whether McCormack
Aggregates Sand Company
should recieve a permit to
dredge sand from the
Ambrose Channell.

Mayor John T. O'Lear
and the entire City Counci!
testified that the permit
shouid be denied to
repiesentative of the U.S.
Army Corps of Engineers,
who held the hearing May 31.

Also testifying on behalf of
the permit were a number of
McCormack Aggregate
employees.

In addition to city officials,
Roberta Weisbrod, special
assistant to the New York
Department of
Environmental Construc-
tion, said that dredging may
“have a significant impact
on the environment and
therefore an environmental
impact statement should be

red,” she said.

City officials said that the
sand firm has caused
flooding problems, low
water pressure and has
introduced a number of

toxime: to the city.
~ Steven F. U'Hara, vice
president and area

manager, said the company
plans to keep 80,000 cubic
yards of sand on the
property, which, he said. is
down from 600,000 cubic
yards from a year ago.

Also speaking in support of
the application wore
spokespeople for the New
Jersey Alllance for Action,
the Sandy Hook Pilots, the
Port Authority of New York
and New Jersey and the
Save Our Port group and the
Maritime Auvisory Council
of New Jersey.

Congressman Bernard J
Dwyer wrote a letter to Col.
Marion Caldwel) of the U.S
Army Corps of Engineers
stating '‘the operation of a
major sand transfer on this

site is simply
unacceptable.” . .
“The sand which 1is

extracted from the Ambrose
Channe! is an extrgmely
valuable natural resource. |
believe that it is very
important that thorough
consideration be given to
possible alicrnative uses of

the sand at sites such as
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Galeway Natione.
Recreational Area and the
northern  New Jerley
Atlantic coast beaches, ™
Dwyer said.

Vincent Mackiel, a
resident who has o, the
operation of McCormack
Sand for a number of years,
provided a letter to The
Citizen from Senator
Laurence S. Weiss stating 'l
have taken the liberty of
writing both Commissioner
Christopher Daggert and the
US. Army Corps of
Enginecrs requesting
turthre information on the
permit application and what
efforts can be .nade to
alleviate - the continuing
problems as a result of
onsite storage of dredge
materials.”

Mackiel also received a
letter from (he State
Department of
Envitonmental Protection
referring to the permit
application.

In the letter, the DEP said
the project proposed to
dredge 90,000 cubic yards,
drive 18 piles and 6 pile
clusters and the construction
of three conveyors, a tunnel
and nne hopper.

“The project was declared
incomplete for filing on
October 28 and a letter was
sent to Jeremiah Callahan
(then) president of
McCormack Aggrogates,
requesting additional
information. To date, the
additional information
requested has not been
submitted to the division,”
said Charles Weich, bureau
o1 Coastal Project Review,
Delaware & metropolitan
corridor.
