that prohibits the use of to the danger posed by thesep
chlorofluorocarbon (CFC)
processed fodd packing
materials

According to the or-
dinance, available scientific
evidence indicates a strong
probability that the family ot
substances known as
c h l o r o f l u o r o c a r b o n s
("CFCs"). when discharged
into the atmosphere.
degrade the earth's protec
live layer of oione, allowing
increased amount ot
ultraviolet radiation to
penetrate the atmosphere
posing an acute and tm
mediate danger to human
health, life, and the environ-
ment. Available scientific
evidence indicates the
strong possibility that the
resulting increase in
ultraviolet radiation may
already have caused an in-
crease in the incidence of
skin cancers and other
serious illnesses.

One source of the CFCs
currently being released into
the atmosphere is the use of
these substances as blowing
agents in the manufacture oi
somt of the polystyrene
foam packaging products us-
ed in the food services in-
dustry There are substitutes
for these products currently
available which do not ust
CFCs in their manufacture

That the widespread use ol
plastics especially
polystyrene and poly vinyl
chloride, pose a threat to the
environment by causing un-
necessary taking of landfill
space op when incinerated,
by the possible introduction
of toxic by-products into the
atmosphere

The people and the City of
South Amboy support inter
national, federal and state
bans on all uses of CFC not
deemed absolutely essential.
Until such bans are in effect,

g p y
substances must be under-
taken at the local level.

It is the intent of the Coun-
cil to reduce the amount of
CFC-processed products
purchased and used by the
City and people of South Am-
boy and thereby to reduc.
the health hazards created
by the manufacture of these
product and by the disposal
of these products

The ordinance states that
no restaurant or retail food
establishment located and
doing business within the Ci-
ty of South Amboy shall sell
or convey food directly to
ultimate consumers within
the City of South Amboy
unless such food is placed,
wrapped, or packed in non
CFC processed, degradable
packaging at the conclusion
of a sales transaction for the
purchase Of such food

Also, no restaurant or
retail food establishment
located and doing business
within the City of South Am
boy shall sell, give, or pro
vide eating utensils or food
containers of s.ny consunvrs
with the City ot South Amfc jy
if such eating utetttil or food
container is composed of
CFC processed polystyrene
or poly vinyl chloride.

The City 01 South Amboy
shall not purchase any CFC
processed food packaging
materials which contain
polystyrene or polyvinyl
chloride nor shall it sponsor
any event which utilizes such
packaging. All food packag
ing shall be biodegradable
and /or photodegradable

Additionally, all bids for
packaging materials to be
u*ed by the City of South
Amboy shall be filled ex-
clusively with nonrCFC pro-
cessed biodegradable pro-
ducts.

recommended that the 9.7
acre track of land of which

existing recrational uses by
providing that they shall not
be abandoned until
substitute fcciimes are com-
pletely finished.

The SO acre adjoining tr*a
was also blighted. This area
includes the remainder of
the Boat Club propsrty

The planning board also
recommended thai: two tax
.'oU which contain (he home*
'if the Dill and Edwards
families be included
However, these parcels were
the subject of a special
resolution recommending
that through the powers of
the redevelopment at. the
properties should be con-
veyed to the Dills and Ed-
wards in the most equitable
manner.

City officials expressed
the feai that if the parcels
were excluded from the
redevelopment area, the
Dills ana Edwards would
have to bid for the property
to aquire it and may be out-
bid by a developer.

The planners excluded the
parcel which contains the
Disabled American
Veterans building from the
report

Also included were ar.

way The Conrail round-
house property was nof

blighted.
Properties owned by A E

Corp of America were not
blighted The board received
a letter from Ward lYoducts

Properties owned by the

Just because a parcel is in-
cluded in the redevelopment
area doesn't mean it is going

to be condemned, city of
firiate have maintained.

According '0 the blight
report, the study area con
sisttof approximately 13 per
cent of the city's total land
area.

The criteria for blight is as
follows:

A) The generality of
buildi.ig* used a* dwellings
or tne dwelling accommoda-
tions therein are substan-
dard, unsafe, unsanitary,
dilapidated, or obsolescent,
or possess any of such
characteristic, or are so
lacking in light, air, or space
as to be conducive to un-
wholesome living

B> "The discontinue ace of
the use of the buildings
previously used for
manufacturing ot industrial
purposes, the abandonment
of such buildings or the same
being allowed to fall into so
great of disrepair as to be
untenantable

C) "Unimproved vacant
land, which has remajticd so
for a period of ten years
prior to the determination
hereinafter referred to and
which by reason of its loca-
tion, or remoteness from
developed sections or por
tions of such municipality, or
lack of means of access to
such other parts thereof, or
topography, or nature of the
soil, is not likely to be
developed through the in-
strumentality of private
capital.

D) "Areas with buildings
or improvements which by
r»a«on of dilapidation, oo-
soieacene, ovmrcrowaing,
faulty arrangement or
design, lack of ventilation.
light and sanitary facilities,
excessive land coverage,
deleterious land use or ob-
solete layout, or any com
bination of these 0; other
factors, are detrimental to
the safety, health, morals, or
welfare of the community

E) "A growing or total
lack of proper utilization of
areas caused by the condi-
tion of the U!!' diverse
ownership of tha r«.ul proper-
ty thereln-and other condi-
tions, resulting ina stagnant
and unproductive condition
of the land potentially useful
and valuable for con-
tributing to and serving the
public health, safety and
welfare

F> "Areas, in excess of 10
oMitiguou'j acres, whereon
buildings or improvements
have been destroyed, con-
sumed by fire, demolished or
altered by the action of
storm, fire, cyclone, tor-
nado, earthquake or other
casualty in such a way that
the aggregate assessed
value of the area has been
materially depreciated."

City officials have main-
tained that the term "blight
is a misnomer and >s not to
be taken in its literal defini-
tion, but is the term used ac-
cording to state law
