O'Connor can not be
recalled until after January
I, 19W) since an official must
serve at least one year
before being subject to a
recall Patterson advised the
committee to begin
collecting signatures to outst
O'< onnor now

Patterson said the
completed petitions woulti. t>e
given to the committee's
three ward representatives
"hefore being submitted to
the city clerk who would then

council meeting, a local
resident questioned the cost
of the recall. Mayor John T.
O'Leary said the special
mayoral election in January
