The City Council last
r^onth amended its salary
ordinance which provided
for a $5,500 pay hike for ihe
municipal court clerk and a
$2,500 raise for the fire
official.

The increases were
included in the city's 1969
budget but public criticism
did not surface until the
council had to amend its
salary ordinance to
accommodate the raises.

According to Councilman
Edward Defort, only one
member of the public spoke
at'the budget hearing in
June

"The public has every
right to raise a question.
Defort said, noting that the
decision on the pay hikes
were made in May during
the budget preparation
"This ordinance adjustment
wastbnly a technical step
which came from the budget
approval The public should
always be involved on al
issues, "hesaid

In addition to the court
clerk and fire official, the
ordinance, whicr was
unanimously approved by
the council September 12,
calls for a 1500 raise for an
assistant arts and crafts
supervisor, a $100 hike for
pa r t - t ime p layground
attendants ana $1,200 a year
for an . emergency
management coordinator,
previously an unpaid
petition.

Two new positions were
es tab l i shed —a Senior
Citizen Center kitchen aid at
J6 87 per hour for 12-16 hours
per week and a senior citizen
outreach coordinator at $6 87
per hour for 20 hours pei
week

The council tabled final
approval on the ordinance to
review whether the salaries
of the court clerk and fire
official were comparable to
similar sized communities
According to Business
Administrator John Mason,
the salaries were in line

Council members Mid tlht
the increases to the court
clerk and fire official were
justified in light of increased
responsibilities

"While merit raises have
taken place over the past
several years, it is the
feeling of the council that
this practice can no longer
continue," said Councilman
Richard O'Connor.

Councilman O'Connor
noted at the August 15
council meeting that the
salary of John Mason, who
started ir, December 1988 at
$48,000 was increased to
nearly $53,000 by Mayor
John T. O'Leary in his 1989
budget

"I believe, as the mayor
had stated, that the raises to
Fishei and Szatkowski were
justified based on the
increased responsibilities of
their position," O'Connor
added. "However, in the
future. 1 will not support any
pay raises in addition to the
yearly increments afforded
to all employees, O'Connor
said
