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City to Reconsider
Recycling Ordinance

The City Council was
scheduled to meet Tuesday
to discuss modifications to
the recycling ordinance
which was vetoed by Mayor
JohnT. O'Leary.

‘Council President Edward
Jake Defort called the
special meeting to discuss
the ordinance with members
of the recycling committee.

O'Leary objected to the
fines established by the or-
dinance. Last week the City
Council passed a resolution
requesting that the recycling
committee re-evaluate a
stipulation in the rules and
regulations which would
have imposed a $25 fee on
permits to haul away bulky
appliances from residents.

The ordinance would also
have given a number of city
employees and members of
the recycling committee the
power to issue summonses {o
‘hose in violation of the or-
dinance. O'Leary said a
provision should be in place
to have first time violators
issued a warning rather than
a summons.

“I'm sure the mayor and
council want the same thing
with this ordinance. We want
a law with teeth in it to en-
courage compliance but also
one that is fair to the
residents,’’ Defort said. He
added that although he
would have preferred amen-
dments to the ordinance,
Defort said the council has
every intention of working
with the mayor.

The ordinance also called
for fines from $1 to $500 for a
first offender; $100 to $1,000
for a second violation; and
$250 to $2,000 for a third

Caprio said
construction could begin as
early as April.

City Responds
To Fines

The city faces fines from
two environmental agencies
for allegedly filling in a strip
of wetlands near the South
Amboy Boat Club.

The Department of En-
vironmental Protection and
the Freehold Soil Conser-
vation District said that the
city must either remove the
soil or file for wetland and
soil erosion permits.

Business  Administrator
John Mason said the city has
applied for a 30 day exten-
sion.

“People have been dum-
ping there for years and teh
city just cleaned it up,” said
Mayor John T. O’leary at the
last Council meeting.

South Amboy could be
fined $1,000 by the DEP for
encroaching on wetlands and
$3,000 a day by the Soil Con-
servation District for distur-
bing a large surface layer of
soil.

City officials said they
were unaware any filling
was going to take place.

"O’Connor said he does not
know who did the filling.
“The city council did not
authorize this and the tax-
payers shouldn’t have to foot
the bill for it,” he said.
O'Connor added he believed
that whoever filled in the
land should be responsible to
pay any fines.
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project will not be part of the
first phase, Caprio said, sin-
ce Spinello must receive ap-
proval from the state Depar-
tment of Environmental
Protection and the U.S. Ar-
my Corps of Engineers.

The permits, Caprio ad-
ded, will help determine the
size of the marina, estimated
to be in the 200400 boat
range.

A technicality prevented
the board from acting on the
project at its December 27
meeting. Gregory Kusic,
planning board attorney,
noted that although public
notices were sent to residen-
ts in the area of the proposal,
the information omitted the
time and location where the
project maps and plans
could be reviewed.

According to Mayor John
T. O’Leary, the project is’
expected to generate nearly
$100,000 in tax revenue for
the city and $340,000 towards
school tax revenue.

Spinello is also donating a
12,000-square-foot building to
the city which will be con-
structed by the Disabled
American Veterans
building.

Proposal Would Put Garbage
Tracks Rolling Down Main Street

In an attempt to receive
approval from the New Jer-
sey Department of En-
vironmental Protection for
the construction of a $250-
$300 million incinerator on a
tract of land once occupied
by NL Industries, the Mid-
dlesex County  Utilities
Authority has proposed that
haulers from the south be
routed from Route 9 to Main
Street through South Amboy
to the Victory Circle to ease
congestion at the circle
Jduring morning rush hour.

“What about the
congestion in this city? This
is an unsatisfactory
proposal,” said Council

President Edward J. Defort.
“I don’t understand why
anyone would want to rout a
parade of garbage trucks
through an already
congested residential area
which is in such close
proximity to three schools,”
he added.
~ Defort noted that such a
plan would add to an already
dangerous situation which
has city officials concerned
about safety vehicles being
able to move through the city
during the early morning
rush hour traffic. He noted
that the council would con-
sider a resolution stating its
position on the proposal
which, if approved, would be
sent to the DEP, MCUA and
various local, county and
statewide legislators.
