Statement on
City Litigation

Due to a number of
inquiries from the public
regarding the ongoing
litigation between the city
and its trash hauler,
Meadowbrook Carting, the
city has prepared a
statement updating the
situation.

The situation, prepared by
attorney Robert Bernot of
the Thatcher k Lanza law
firm was read at the
February 13 meeting.

It reads as follows:
Proposed Statement

On July 1, 1983, the City
and Meadowbrook Carting
entered into a contract by
which the City's trash would
be removed. As the contract
ended, Meadowbrook sought
an adjustment of
approximately $500,000 to
address added costs as well
as labor and equipment. The
request was rejected
because of public utility and
contract law as well as
public policy concerns.

After expiration of the
contract, Meadowbrook filed
for arbitration seeking
almost $400,000. The City's
position is that legally most,
if not all, of what
Meadowbrook seeks is
barred by the contract, law,
and public policy.

After examination of the
evidence, the City's
Counterclaim maintained
that Meadowbrook had
overcharged it and (ailed to
pass on savings in the
amount of about $110,000.

After hearings (from June
30 to November 28), the
record was closed. The
Arbitration Panel issued on
January 17, 1990 a decision
finding that the City owed
Meadowbrook approxi-
mately $257,000.
Meadowbrook has now
sought to enforce the award
in Superior Court. The City
has appealed the award. Not
only must the Courts address
the public utility and
contract law issues which
the City has consistenly
maintained, as well as the
public policy concerns, they
must also determine
whether the arbitration
panel had jursidiction to
even hear the matter. .
