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County Officials Join in
Garbage Truck Traffic Fight

South Amboy City Of-
ficials received some en-
couraging news when the
Middlesex County Board of
Chosen Freeholders joined
with the City’s opposition to
a proposal by the State
Department of Environmen-
tal Protection to route gar-
bage truck traffic to the
proposed incinerator in
Sayreville down Main Street
in South Amboy. :

Last month, Council
President Edward Jake
Defort fired off a series of
letters to various county and
state officials and agencies
protesting the proposal.
Defort said he received
favorable responses from
Assemblyman George
Otlowski and James
McGreevey, and Fred Kurtz,
executive director of the
MCUA.

Most recently, the
freeholders have gotten into
the act, trying to get the
DEP to relax its proposed
ban on garbage trucks using
Route 9-35 to get to the Vic-
tory Circel.

The South Amboy City
Council passed a resolution
last month formally
protesting the proposal.
Copies were sent to the
various county and state of-
ficials.

Freeholder David B.
Crabiel, Chairman of the
county’s Transportation
Coordinating  Committee,
said he asked MCUA to
a ain approach the DEP

ut the traffic routing.

In a February 16 letter to
Defort, Kurtz said the MCUA
- ‘““is sympathetic to the issue
raised by the city of South
Amboy.

‘“We pledge to revisit the
routing issue during the
permitting process.
Hopefully with a new direc-
tion given to DEP, the city of
South Amboy will prevail in
overturning this overly har-
sh interpretation by DEP.
We pledge our support to
your efforts,”’ Kurtz said.

DEP has said it would
reject MCUA’s environmen-
tal impact statement unless

it keeps morning peak-hour
truck traffic off Route 9 dur-
ing morning peak rush hour.
This would put about 7-9
trucks rolling down Main
Street each morning. This
possibility enraged city of-
ficials and riled residents.

At the county's Selid
Waste Advisory Council
meeting last month, Crabiel
spoke to an MCUA aide and
John Wiley, SWAC Chair-
man about the controversy
surrounding the  truck
routing.

Discussion on the matter
was taken off the agenda
because MCUA was going to
try to get the state to relax
its rule.

In a March 20 letter to
Defort, Kurtz said MCUA is
attempting to schedule a
meeting with DEP officials
to request their recon-
sideration of the traffic issue
requiring a limited numbber
of trucks to use Main Street.

A\gency Updates Council
On Redevelopment Plan

The Redevelopment Agen-
¢y unveiled a tentative con-
cept for its redevelopment
plan which sets aside more
than 36 per cent of the total
waterfront land area for
public use.

Warren Rappleyea, chair-
man of the agency, made a
presentation before the City
Council in an attempt to up-
date the governing body on
the agency's progress as
well as to set the record
straight as to the current
status of the project.

While the agency is formu-
lating its redevelopment

plan, Rappleyea encouraged

the public to attend agency
meetings which are heid on
the first Thursday and the
third Wednesday of each
month.

At the April 5 and April 18
meetings, Rappleyea said
that the agency will welcome
public input into the shaping
of the redevelopment plan.
“This agency has always
encouraged public participa-
tion, especially now as we
enter the critical stage in the
finalization of the plan,”
Rappleyea told The Citizen.

The Agency and its
professionals are currently
in the process of formulating
a Concept Plan for the
Redevelopment Area and
establishing a listing of
Project Goals in order of

respective priority.

“In view of the recent
flurry of rumors and
misinformation that has

apparently been circulating
(at least among some
sectors of our community),
it must be stressed and made
unquestionably clear that no

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plan for the development of
the waterfront redevelop-
ment area has yet been ac-
cepted and/or endorsed by
the Redevelopment Agency,
and no developer has been
selected to be THE develop-
er for the site,”” Rappleyea
said.

The Agency expects to
complete its review and
consideration of alternative
development concepts for
the site and forward its
recommendation to the
South Amboy Planning
Board within the next few
meetings.

The tentative Redevelop-
ment Plan Concept proposes
to set aside over 36% of the
total waterfront land area
for public use. This would
include approximately 33
acres which would be
dedicated for public open
space and community facili-
ties such as the proposed
