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Budget Rejected; Victors Take Qath

Edeen Ryan

Voters soundly rejected
the $6.7 million school
budget for the 1990-91
school year while electing
one incumbent and two
newcomers to the Board of
Education in the April 24
election.

Eileen Ryan, board
president for the 1989-90
term, was re-elected to her
three-year seat. She was the
top vote getter of all six
candidates.

Joseph M. McCarthy, Sr.,
and MaryAnn L. Holovacko,
who ran as a slate along with
Ryan, secured the remainin
two seats on the board.

Incumbent Mary
McCarthy lost her bid for re-
election. Newcomers Kevin
Kelly and one-time board
member William McGowan
finished fifth and sixth in teh
contest. Incumbent Teresa
Schwarick chose not to seek
reelection.

The $4.2 million current
ex position of the
budget was defeated for
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Joseph M. McCarthy

the fourth straight year by a
557-334 vote. :

The budget would have
raised school taxes by 48
cents per $100 assessed
valuation. The current
school tax levy is $1.90 per
$100 assessed valuation.

There was no capital
outlay budgeted in the
proposed budget.

While school board
officials were preparing the
spending plan—which
initially called for a 22 point
tax hike—the state cut
$656,201 from the district’s
anticipated $2.6 million in
aid. The board then
formulated a budget which
called for a 40 point hike.

Following a public hearing
on the budget, which was
attended by more than 200
teachers, students, parents
and local residents who
urged the board to restore
most of the programs tha
had been cut. Nearly $140,720
worth of preliminary cuts
had been restored to fix the
spending plan at the final

figures.

The City Council is
expected to meet with the
school board to discuss
modifications to the
spending plan.

Ryan, McCarthy and

Administrator Explains 1990 Budget

South Amboy Business
Administrator Johp , F.
Mason has recommended to
the Mayor and the City

Council delaying the
introduction of the 1990 City
Budget.

Mr. Mason informed the
Mayor and City Council at
their March 20, 1990 meeting
that due to the State budget
woes the Governor is asking
for $1.4 billion dollars in new
taxes this year and if these
taxes are not granted by the
State Legislature, deep cuts
will be necessary to balance
the State budget. In this
event, Mason explained, cuts
in revenue aid to the state’s
municipalities are possible.

The Administrator also
pointed out that in 1989,
South Amboy raised only
$910,300.00 in local purpose
tax in support of a City
Budget of over $6.4 million
dollars and  cautioned

Mason concluded  his
comments by
recommending no action on
the 1990 City Budget be taken
until the City receives
figures on the amount of
municipal revenue aid to be
received from the State.

Good News for Fishermen—The recently imposed federal
moratorium banning all striped bass fishing in New Jersey
has been lifted.

In a letter to New Jersey Gov. James J. Florio, Constance
Harriman, assistant secretary of the Department of the
Interior for Fish, Wildlife and Parks, said the moratorium
was lifted March 6, five days after it was imposed. The
Department of the Interior ordered the ban because New
Jersey had not yet adopted regulations consistent with the
Interstate Fisheries Management Plan for Striped Bass.

Legislation which brings New Jersey into compliance
with the plan was passed. Recreational striped bass anglers
are allowed to take one striped bass per day with a
minimum length of 28 inches.
