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Condi Members Voice
Objections to New Budget

As budgets go, the City of
South Amboy is in line with
the State of New Jersey, the
State of New York and its
share of critics. The new
budget, according to Mayor
John O'Leary will not affect
the local municipal rate of 52
cents per $100 of assessed
valuation.

Council members
complained that state
mandates to introduce the
budget were being ignored.
The State Department of
Community Affairs wrote to
the city May 7 telling the city
the "delay in the
introduction of your
governing body's budget has
exceeded any reasonable
time frame." The state
directed the city to introduce
the budget no later than May
17.

At the May 22 Council
meeting, O'Leary said that
the council would receive the
budget May 25. However,
Councilman Michael
Charmello said that the
council was only given
worksheets and not the
actual budget. Charmello
said a memo was included
from Business
Administrator John Mason
which stated "the auditor
inadvertantly took five of my
state budget form sheets
home with him and my
efforts to reach him were
unsuccessful today. I will
hare the typed state budget
forms on Tuesday,"

Charemello said.
"The mayor went to the

press with information that
we didn't have," said
Council President Edward
Jake Defort. "He can issue
his press releases, but I
think the council should have
been more fully informed,"
he said.

O'Leary said he delayed
the introduction in hopes of
getting figures for state aid
from Trenton.

Councilman Richard
O'Connor expressed a
number of questions
regarding the worksheets.
"Some non-union city
employees are given 10
percent raises while some
are given 4 percent
increments without any
explanation," O'Connor
said.

"The mayor has reduced
by 80 percent a request by
the fire department to fund
their 100th anniversary
parade," Charmello noted.
He added that the budget
grossly underestimates the
costs of employee health
benefits.

"The mayor has also
transferred salaries to the
sewer user account to reduce
the amount to be raised by
taxes," O'Conorsaid.

O'-fceaj# says the $587,911
in increases were because of
higher insurance costs,
salary increases, higher
trash collection
expenditures.

Budget Introduction
Voted Down

The City Council met in a brief session on Tuesday
and voted not to introduce the budget submitted to
them by Mayor John T. O'Leary.

Council members said the revenues needed to make
up the increase in expenditures needed more analysis
and interpretation before proceeding with the plan.

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Major O'Leary:
No Tax Increase

Mayor John T. O'Leary
stated that the 1990 City of
South Amboy Budget
reflects a prudent spending
program that maintains
existing service and staff
levels without any increase
in the local purpose tax rate.

This means the average
homeowner with a house
assessed at $65,000.00 will
pay $338.00, which is the
same amount as in 1989.
The 1990 local purpose
property tax rate will
remain at .52* per $100.00 of
assessed valuation.

Maintaining a stable tax
rate in the face of rising cost
for employee medical
insurance; liability
insurance, trash collection
and disposal, contractually
required salary increases
and pension contributions,
has been achieved by
thoroughly scrutinizing and
reducing operating
expenditures that do not
affect existing services
provided by the City.

Mayor O'Leary has
reduced the Mayors' and
Council member salaries by
50%, provided no salary
increase for consulting
professionals, entered an
agreement with the City of
Perth Amboy to provide
South Amboy water at a 25%
discount in cost, reduced
overtime costs, and issued a
Comprehensive Purchasing
Manual creating greater
savings through competitive
bids and quotes.

The 1990 Budget totals
$7,006,372.00. This is an
increase of $587,911.00 over
last year's budget of
$6,418,461.00.

Mayor O'Leary notes that
property owners will pay
only 14% of their total
property tax dollar to fund
the 1990 South Amboy City
Budget.
