Budget Put
Off Again

The City Council, on the
recommendation of Business
Administrator John Mason,
postponed introduction of the
1990 Budget to allow for the
application of $100,000 in
Municipal Revitalization
Funds.

Mason told the council that
the funds were confirmed to
the city by the state of New
Jersey last week. Mason
added that there are
prospects of the city
receiving additional funds.

"I have a verbal extension
(to introduce the budget)
until July 10," Mason said.

The additional revenue
will enable the city to
remove $200,000 worth of
property sales from
consideration. The Council
questioned the property
sales since it hadn't seen any
appraisals of the property.

South Amboy has
requested for $750,000 from
the program.

Teacher Firing
Sparks Student
Protest

The dismissal of a popular
high school college prep
teacher spurred about two
dozen Harold G. Hoffman
High School students to
attend last week's Board of
Education to protest the
action.

John Greer was let go by
the board because of budget
shortfalls, said Eileen Ryan,
board president. Two other
teachers were also
dismissed due to the $147,000
shortfall.

According to Ryan, the
school's driver education
program had been cut which
resulted in a tenured teacher
being shifted to the English
department in which Greer
worked.

Responding to the
students, Ryan said that the
board was powerless to
reverse the process. "The
budget is set, the contracts
have been signed," she said.

Mayor John T. O'Leary
led a slate of independent
democrats to a decisive
victory in the June 5 primary
election over party-backed
candidates.

Along with Councilman
Craig Couglin and Deputy
Clerk Claire Reilly,
O'Leary's line claimed five
seats on the Democratic
Committee wresting control
of the regular organization.

From the steps of his
headquarters on Pine Ave,,
O'Leary expressed his
gratitude to his workers and
the voters.

(XL«ary defeated Michael
J. Charmello, Councilman of
the Second Ward, to earn the
slot of the November ballot.

No independent or
Republican candidates filed
virtually assuring O'Leary's
line of victory.

Council President Edward
Jake Defort, who was
seeking re-election to his
four-year seat, lost in his bid
along with Robert J. Kelly,
who is a member of the
Board of Education.

Defort said, "they ran a very
aggressive campaign and
got the vote out and they are,,
enjoying the results of their"
hard work.

For the last several city
council meetings, the
governing body has heard a
number of complaints from
residents expressing their
dissatisfaction at the cost of
the project and the lack of
results.

Business Administrator
John Mason, upon request of
a resident reported that
$164,000 had been charged to
the agency in its four years
of existence. Although, at the
last meeting, Mayor John T.
O'Leary said the cost "was
higher."

Currently, the agency has
the blight report completed
which defines what property
will be developed. According
to Chairman Warren
Rappleyea, the
redevelopment plan is
nearing completion and the
city is involved in
negotiations to provide for
improved access to the
property.
