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Department
Explains Water
Quality Problem

Recently, most South
Amboy residents have
experienced a deterioration
in the quality of their tap
water.

Since July 1, 1990, South
Amboy has been forced by
the New Jersey Departmetn
of Environmental Protection
to reduce water production
at our City Water
Treatement Plant by 66%.
According to N.J. D.E.P. this
mandate is  necessary
because the aquifer that
South Amboy and most of the
other towns in the South
River Basin tap into is
gradually being depleted to a
dangerously low level. The
implementation of this
mandate means that South
Amboy must purchase 66%
of its potable water supply
from Perth Amboy, which
has been designated by
NJDEP. as our City's
alternate source of water.

Fortunately, South Amboy
residents can look forward to
an improvement in the
quality of water supplied by
Perth Amboy. Perth Amboy
has just completed
construction of a new two
million dollar Water
Treatment Plant which is
expected to go on line in
approximately 30 days and
Perth Amboy officials
assure us that the quality of
the water will improve as a
result.

It should be noted that
Perth Amboy and South
Amboy water is tested on a
regular basis as mandated
by state law and passes all
criteria for safe drinking
water as outlined in the New
Jersey and Federal Safe
Drinking Water Act.

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Public Hearing Set for August 7
On 1990 Municipal Budget

The South Amboy City
Council will hold a public
hearing on its 1990 Municipal
budget.

The $7 million spending
package, which was finally
introduced July 11, does not
include any increase in the
city's tax rate which will
remain at 52 cents per $100 of
assessed valuation.

However, due to increases
in the school and county tax
rates, residents will face an
average increase of $318,
according to  Business
Administrator John Mason.

Mason explained that the
budget includes $255,000 in
municipal revitalization aid
from the state that came
through just days before the
budget’s introduction. The
city was originaily expecting

to receive $100,000 in
municipal revitalization
funds, but, Mason said, the
state approved  $155,000
more.

The increased revenue has
allowed Mason to remove
the funds anticipated from
the sale of several city-
owned parcels. Council
members had expressed a
reluctance to include this
money in the budget since
the city had no contracts for
the sale nor any appraisals.

The City Council was
scheduled to meet Monday to
review the budget with
Mason.

The budget is
approximately $600,000 more
than last year’'s. Officials
have attributed the hike to
increased insurance costs
and salaries.
