I am happy to write to affirm the comments I made to
the Sacred lfeart HSA leadershig on September 24, 1980.

The Diocese of Metuchen has no plans—i repeat, no
plans—to merge, close or consolidate schools in South
Amboy. Indeed, our hope is that all three schools—Sacred
Heart, St. Mary Elementary, and St. Mary Regional High
School—are able to continue to improve their programs and
to increase their enrollments over the next several years.

For Sacred Heart in particular, we look forward to
working with the school community as it begins the Middle

- States Accreditation Process, a ten year cycle, and to
celebrating its 100th anniversary in 1995.

I would hope that sometime in the near future the ad-
ministrators of the three schools will explore whether there
are some ways in which they could work cooperatively in
some areas for their mutual benefit.

I hope that this statement of the Diocese’s position will -
put to rest the rumors that have been circulating in South
Amboy for the past several years and allow the schools to
proceed without distraction with their religious and
academic missions.
