South Amboy Board Proceeds
With Plans For Expansion

The addition of mandated
new classrooms for the Harold
G. Hoffman High School in
South Amboy moved one step
closer to meeting the New
jersey Department of Educa-
tion's September 1991
deadline with the recent ap-
pointment of 'special legal
counsel' for the state man-
dated project. The law firm of
Wilentz, Goldman and Spitzer
was appointed by the South
Amboy Board to handle the
'lease purchase' financing pro-
cedure to be used to fund the
$1.5 million construction cost.

Plans announced at a July
Board meeting call for the
construction of 10 modular
classrooms to adjoin the ex-

isting elementary school por-
tion of Hoffman High School.
Currently, the building con-
structed in 1919 and expand-
ed in 1950, houses students
from Pre-K through fourth
and ninth through twelfth
grades.

Superintendent of Schools,
John S. Olexa, indicated that
"the 10 room addition will on-
ly serve as an emergency solu-
tion. We nmeed to address the
fact that we still have children
in a leased fcility located in
Sayreville."

The new classrooms will be
financed through a lease pur-
chase finance arrangement.
According to Joseph J.
Jankowski, a partner in the

law firm of Wilentz, Goldman
and Spitzer, the New Jersey
Legislature authorized the
lease-purchase financing
method for school district use
in 1981. "It is a modified form
of an installment sales con-
tract which has become in-
creasingly popular with New
Jersey school districts."
Jankowski noted that some 46
New Jersey school districts
have used this method to
finance approximately $504
million of school site acquisi-
tion, construction and renova-
tion, as well as furniture and
equipment purchases.

(Trenton) - All health in-
surance programs operative in
New Jersey would have to pro-
vide benefits for the treatment
of drug abuse, under legisla-
tion approved by the Assembly
Drug and Alcohol Abuse
Policy Committee today.

The bill, A-3256, also
establishes an Advisory Coun-
cil on Alcoholism and Drug
Abuse benefits, which would
have six months to develop
guidelines, standards and pro-
cedures for the provision of
and reimbursement for the
benefits mandated under the
measure.

Assemblyman James E.
McGreevey (D-Middlesex), a
sponsor of the legislation, ex-
plained that the state has re-
quired that insurance policies
provide benefits for the treat-
ment of alcoholism since 1977.

"We recognize that drug and
alcohol abuse is a serious il-
lness in our society" he said.
"It is clearly a problem in the
workplace as evidenced by in-
creased medical benefit claims
and absenteeism and decreas-
ed productivity.

"The Governor's Cabinet
Working Group on Substance
Abuse has done a comprehen-
sive atudy of *H« . iw»«e,"
McGreevey added. "The group
found that in New Jersey,
alcoholism and drug abuse
costs society about $7 billion a
year and that over $80 million
is spent annually on substance
abuse treatment.11

Assemblyman Bernard F.
Kenny, Jr. (D-Hudson), the
Chairman of the Committee
and another sponsor of the
legislation, said that its enact-
ment "is one of the major goals

of this panel. Along with man-
dating the coverage, the Ad-
visory Committee will be
working to develop a new
system under which ap-
propriate, cost-effective treat-
ment is made more readily
available."

The measure covers all in-
surance policies issued by Blue
Cross and Blue Shield and
commercial health insurers, as
well as health care services
provided by HMOs.

The advisory committee,
chaired by the Governor from
the health insurance industry,
organized labor, the business
community and the
alcoholism and drug abuse
treatment field.

The guidelines, to be recom-
mended by the Committee and
promulgated by the Commis-
sioner of Health, must set
standards for the provision of
treatment; encourage the use
of outpatient services;
establish procedures for treat-
ment of the patient's family;
identify the types of
rehabilitation settings licens-
ed and approved for treatment;
and set forth procedures for
the on-going review of
aloholism and drug abuse
benefits '

Under the proposal, drug
abuse treatment benefits are
to be made available six
months from the date of the
enactment of the bill or upon
the date that the Commis-
sioner promulgates the ad-
visory committee's
recommended regulations,
whichever is earlier.

The measure now heads to
the full Assembly for further
consideration.
