Sayreville School
Budget Increased
The Board of Education

last night unveiled a 1991-92
budget that calls for an

estimated $11.1 million
increase over the current
budget.

The budget, which

includes only expenditure
figures because state aid
figures are unavailable until
Feb. 1, totals $38.6 million.
The 1990-91 budget was $27.4
million.

According to Board of
Education worksheets, the
most drastic increase is a 142
percent hike in the account
that covers pensions and

Social Security.

Board of  Education
finance committee
chairman Joseph Bellan was
outraged.

“TI think it should be sent
back to the administration
for further reductions,”
Bellan said. ‘“They have to
come up with a-i, more
realistic budget."”

Superintendent of Schools
Marie Parnell cautioned
against placing too much
emphasis on the estimated
numbers. ‘‘We had to work
in the dark,” Parnell said.
“It's premature . to stress
where the budget increases.
We don't know where the
increases will be.”

Medicare
Changes
For 1991

Edward J. Peloquin,
Director of the
Medicare/Long Term Care
Information Service for New
Jersey said, ‘'Starting
January 1, 1991, both
Medicare beneficiaries and
employers will see signifi-
cant changes. For instance,
the Part B deductible for
physician and non-hospital
services will be increased by
33%. For the past 10 years,
the deductible was $75.00. It
$100.00 in 1991.7
Another example is a new
benefit which is being added.
Mammography screening
every other year for women
age 65 and older will be paid
for up to $55.00 per exam.

Employers will be re-
quired for the first time to
report how much they con-
tribute in payroll taxes for
each employee to finance
Medicare.

Both employers and highly
compensated employees will
contribute more because the
annual wage base upon
which payroll taxes are
calculated has been changed
from $50,400 to $125.000. This
means an employer could
contribute as much as 248%
more in 1991 for each
employee than they did in
1990.
